


The Art Nouveau style in Russia, which
began to predominate in all art forms in
the late nineteenth century, was applied
to jewellery as well. Elegant ornamen-
tal patterns, characteristic of the style,
found their most typical manifestation
in metalwork. At that time the diversity
of styles found expression in many art
forms. In their searches for new artistic
devices master jewellers turned to the
shapes and designs which were current
in the seventeenth, eighteenth and early
nineteenth centuries, often combining
disparate features in a single article. In
the 1840s — 1860s, workshops and
firms of Pavel Sazikov lIvan Gubkin,
Vasily Semionov, Ivan Khlebnikov, Pa-
vel Ovchinnikov, the Grachiov brothers
and Carl Fabergé came into existence in
St. Petersburg and Moscow. Carrying
out numerous commissions, they
produced a great variety of objects for
different purposes. The excellent work-
manship of jewellers allowed them to
imitate in metal the textures of wood, fur
and fabrics. Such articles with textured
surfaces were much in demand. Sil-
versmiths of these workshops and firms
were perfecting such traditional tech-
niques of metalwork as embossing, chas
ing. nielloing, filigree work and
enamelling, but at the same time they
began to widely use machine methods.
Very popular were objects decorated
with bright polychrome enamels.
Especially noteworthy were pieces
executed in a laborious pligue-a-jour
technique, when the design in metal was
filled in with coloured transparent
enamels with no backing behind them so
that the effect was similar to that of
stained glass. Articles produced bv
Russian silversmiths enjoyed recognitios
and won prizes at both Russian and
international exhibitions
